
The King County Democratic Central Committee is very proud to present the 
work of our Communications and Technology Committee in delivering detailed 
precinct maps and elections history.  
 
Click on “Precinct Maps Are Available Here” on the home page.   

A random precinct map results.  Select Precinct  - “Pick a Precinct” drop down 
menu.  
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Select a different precinct by using the dropdown box that contains all King 
County—Legislative District Precincts in alphabetical order.  There are three 
options for map display—the one shown, satellite and hybrid.

PCO. Scroll down the page and click on “View Precinct in IMAP” to print. 

Concerning iMAP.—iMAP  is an application that allows you to view King County spatial information 
(GIS data and images) in a map display.  You can customize your map display to show just the informa-
tion you want to see at the best scale for your chosen purpose. 
 
iMAP  is your interface to a wealth of geographic information, including property information, natural 
features, political boundaries, planning information, and much more.

As you can see there are many options to select both on the right and left of the 
map.  To see the precinct boundaries, you must turn on ”Voting Districts” as circled 
above.  The other boxes under Districts (in particular “King County  
Council Districts”) DO NOT NEED to be checked and you may prefer to have 
them all unchecked so as to keep the display uncluttered — though you can check 
the combination you want depending on the boundaries you want to see, if any. 
 

To have individual house numbers displayed on the map, check “Parcel Address” 
labels.  Note that you will need to be “zoomed in” fairly close in order for the 
house numbers to be visible and useful.  Depending on the size of the precinct, it  
may be that showing all house numbers for a precinct will involve splitting the pre-
cinct across several pages. 
 

Note:  do not check “Parcel Number” labels as they give the tax id number, likely 
to be of little use to you.  



 

To zoom in on the precinct you want, click on the precinct number on the map.  
This will enlarge the desired map for printing purposes. 
 
If you select on the Output printer icon, the result is an online display of  a col-
ored map with legend.  The result is suitable for copying and enlarging.  The 
second Output icon creates a picture that you can save to a file that may suit 
your needs as well. 
 



The Inset Print page allows you many options:  Titling, Page layout and size 
to name a few.  You may also annotate, adding your own comments.  The 
Zoom option was also used to enlarge the selected precinct. 
 
And then press the Print Page button.
